Via xxvii Aprile lies between Via San Gallo to the east and Via Nazionale and Via Santa Caterina to the west. Traffic is two-way, and the hotel is located on the north side.

From below the hotel, it is possible to reach:

( in 5 minutes: the train station of Santa Maria Novella;

( in 3 minutes: the museum of the Academy Gallery (where it is possible to admire Michelangelo’s David);

( in 7 minutes: the Cathedral of Florence (Santa Maria del Fiore);

( in 9 minutes: the Museum of the Uffizi Gallery;

( in 10 minutes: the Ponte Vecchio;

( in 4 minutes: the Medici chapels.

In the same street there is a bus stop for the 20, 25 and 33 bus lines. These buses can take you to the following institutes for foreigners:

( Gonzaga University in Florence, in Via La Pira, 12 (you can also reach this destination on foot in only a few minutes);

( Santa Reparata International School of Art, in Via San Gallo, 30 (this destination can also be reached on foot in only a few minutes).

Entrance to the hotel is in a northerly direction; the Reception Desk is located on the left.

The ground floor of the hotel has many interconnected rooms, and each room has several entrances. As you proceed towards the Reception Desk, there is a living room (consisting of three rooms divided by heavy  drapes that are attached to the wide doorways). The central part of the living room has a large fireplace in front of the sofa that is in the middle of the room. There are many pieces of furniture in this room (small arm chairs, small statues, ceramic vases, low tables with footstools, various cushions on the rugs). From the living room in an easterly direction you can reach the breakfast room. On the right with respect to the entrance (easterly direction), after crossing another room that is also used as a sitting room (it, too, contains various pieces of furniture), in a northerly direction there is the billiards room, and in a southerly direction, the reading room. Continuing towards the east, you find the hotel bar. From the bar you can enter the breakfast room (in northerly direction, and then west); from the room containing the bar in an easterly direction there is the meeting room which, when necessary, can be furnished with tables and chairs. From the bar room, in a northerly direction and from the breakfast room in a southern direction, there is the entrance to the public toilets.

The breakfast room can also be entered from the entrance door by continuing beyond the Reception Desk and bearing slightly to the left. The breakfast room contains many tables, and it too is divided into two rooms, even three if need be. You enter the breakfast room from the room furthest to the right in an easterly direction and then south towards the bar. Breakfast is served in buffet style.

The lift for arriving on the floor where the rooms are, is located by entering the hotel in a northerly direction; after passing  the Reception Desk, on the right there is a small staircase. The stairwell ascends, and the lift is on the right. The lift is equipped with touch pushbuttons.

Rooms 320 and 324 are on the third floor.

When you leave the lift (southerly direction), on the left (easterly direction) there is a first part of the corridor; then to the right (southerly direction), there is another part of the corridor, and this one leads us to room 324, on the left (easterly direction).

Room 324: you enter this room in an easterly direction. The door opens inwards to the left. Against the southern wall there are two double beds with their respective bedside tables. On the eastern wall, there is a window; in the centre of the wall, there is a small piece of furniture and then another window. Continuing, on the north wall there is a radiator and then the door to the bathroom, which opens towards both the inside and the outside, either to the left or to the right. After the bathroom door, there is the television stand and a desk, and then a wardrobe that remains behind the entrance door to the room.

Bathroom of Room 324: on entering the bathroom (northerly direction), in order, the bidet is on the south wall to the right; on the east wall, there are a window and a radiator; on the north wall, the toilet, the washbasin and, in the northwest corner, the bathtub. The length of the tub runs along the west wall.

On leaving the lift (southerly direction), on the right there is (westerly direction) a corridor that then continues  in a southerly direction. On the right, there is the entrance to Room 320 (northerly direction).

Room 320: upon entering the room in a northerly direction, there is a small anteroom. The room itself is further on, to the left. Opposite, there is the door to the bathroom, which opens inwards, either to the left or to the right. When you enter the room, you are in a westerly direction. On the east wall to the right there is a radiator; then, in order, on the north wall is a double bed  with bedside tables on either side of it; on the west wall, there is a window; in the southwest corner is the television, and along the south wall, the desk and the wardrobe.

Bathroom of Room 320: on entering the bathroom (northerly direction), in order, there are: the toilet on the east wall, the washbasin at the centre of the north wall; in the northwest corner, the bathtub, the side of which runs along the west wall.

On the fourth floor of the hotel, reachable with the same lift that brings you to the corridors where the rooms are, there are three roof terraces on three different levels. These are very pleasant places, and are connected to each other by a flight of stairs. You can enter the terraces by turning left upon leaving the lift. The terrace bar opens for hotel clients at 6 p.m.. It is located on the lowest terrace, and chairs and armchairs are available to enable clients to relax in comfort.

The hotel is situated in an ancient residence in the heart of the historic centre of the city, and is close to all the historic buildings, churches and museums for which Florence is world-famous. In view of its central position, it is ideal for both shopping and business. The hotel offers very comfortable accommodations in a simple and cordial atmosphere.

The hotel is equipped with:

The hotel is located in a small square on a corner of Via del Corso, which is an important street in the historic centre of Florence, and in turn is a thoroughfare of Via dei Calzaiuoli (to the west) and Via Proconsolo (to the east). Via del Corso extends from east to west, and has limited traffic. Continuing from east to west, the Piazzetta dei Donati, where the hotel is located, is on the left (in a southerly direction).
Once you enter the hotel (southerly direction), the Reception Desk is located to the right,  just before an ascending staircase. You can also enter the hotel from another door (to the west): by using this entrance, you avoid the ascending stairs, and are already on the slightly raised floor. 

On the ground floor immediately after the Reception Desk, there is the Internet Point, which does not have vocal synthesis.

Beyond the Reception Desk, always on the right (westerly direction), there are the stairs and, to the side of them, the lift that go up to the rooms (northerly direction).
Upon leaving the lift (third floor, southerly direction), continue along a corridor that gives access to Room 314, located on the left (easterly direction).

Room 314: The door to the room opens inwards to the left. You are in an easterly direction, and immediately on the right is the door to the bathroom, which open outwards to the right.

In the room are, in order: along the north wall, a double bed with bedside tables on each side of it; at the centre of the east wall there is a window;  along the south wall, a wardrobe, a television stand, and a desk. There is also a chair in the room.

Bathroom of Room 314: When entering the bathroom (southerly direction), the toilet is on the west wall, and the shower is in the south-west corner; the washbasin is on the south side.

On leaving the lift (second floor, southerly direction), continue along a corridor that leads to Room 210, located on the right (westerly direction).

Room 210: The room is entered in a westerly direction. The door of the room opens towards the inside to the right. The door to the bathroom is immediately to the left, and opens towards the outside to the left. 
In the room are, in order: a single bed along the south wall, a bedside table, two single beds, and another bedside table; in the centre of the west wall there is a window; along the north wall are the wardrobe, a television stand, and a desk. There is also a chair in the room.

Bathroom of Room 210: Entrance to the bathroom is in a southerly direction. To the left of the door is the washbasin, and the toilet is on the south wall, in front of the washbasin; the shower is in the south-west corner.

From the Reception Desk, the breakfast room is in a southerly direction. This room is spacious and well-lighted, with small tables that have from two to four seats (the position of the tables may undergo changes).

The hotel has no bar on the premises, but water and other beverages can be obtained at the Reception Desk.

This two-star hotel is situated in the historic centre of Florence, in a tranquil location between the Duomo and Palazzo della Signoria. It has a roof terrace on the sixth floor from which the beauty of the city can be enjoyed.

Via de’ Medici is a small street that runs parallel to Via dei Calzaiuoli, and is located between Via degli Speziali to the south and Via de’ Tosinghi to the north.

Via degli Speziali connects Via dei Calzaiuoli to Piazza della Repubblica. In the northeastern corner between Via de’ Medici and Via de’ Tosinghi is located the first-class pastry shop Robiglio (very close to the hotel).

The hotel is equipped with:

( rooms with bath, telephone;
( room where breakfast is served buffet style;

( lift;

( parking, under a special agreement with the hotel.

As you enter the hotel (easterly direction), the Reception Desk is on the right; a little further on, always on the right, there is the lift (southerly direction) which has touch pressbuttons, and next to it are the stairs for going upstairs (southerly direction).

On the second floor, once you leave the lift (northerly direction), there is a corridor on the right (easterly direction) that leads to Room 208.

Room 208: The door to the room open outwards to the right. In an easterly direction, in front of you is the sliding (to the right)  door  to the bathroom. On the right (south wall), there is a wardrobe; on the left, there are, in order: a radiator on the west wall, a single bed, a bedside table, two single beds nearby, and the other bedside table. On the north wall to the left is a window; on the east wall to the left, a chest of drawers; in the centre there is a desk, and in the south-east corner there is a single bed.

Bathroom to Room 208: Once inside the bathroom (easterly direction), in the north-east corner there is the shower; the toilet is on the east wall, and the washbasin is on the south wall.

On the fifth floor, once you leave the lift (northerly direction), there is a corridor on the left (westerly direction) at the end of which you turn left once again (southerly direction) and travel the entire corridor. Room 501 is at the end of it on the right (westerly direction).

Room 501: The door (fire-barrier type) opens inwards to the right. In order, there are: on the east wall, a radiator and the door to the bathroom, which opens inwards to the right;  on the south wall is a double bed with bedside tables on either side; there is a window in the centre of the west wall; on the north wall, a wardrobe and a desk.
Bathroom of Room 501: Inside the bathroom (easterly direction), the toilet is on the north wall; there is a window on the left on the east wall; on the south wall is the washbasin, and the shower is in the south-west corner.

On the first floor, upon leaving the lift (northerly direction) the Breakfast Room is immediately in front of you; on the left is the public toilet. From the breakfast room you can enter the Television lounge, which contains small sofas with their backs to the door.

The Breakfast Room is not very large, and has small tables that seat from two to four persons (the position of the tables may undergo changes).

On the sixth floor, upon leaving the lift (northerly direction), by turning left (in a westerly direction) you can arrive on the panoramic terrace.

The hotel has no bar of its own, but it is possible to purchase water and/or other beverages at the Reception Desk.

The Hotel Beatrice is located on the west side of the street, and cars can park in Indian file on both sides of it. There are pavements for walking on both sides of the street.

The Hotel Beatrice is on the second floor, and can be entered in a westerly direction from a main door, which is always open in the daytime. Five metres past the doorway, there is a glass door: the hotel doorbell is on the wall to the right just before the glass door. Open the glass door (the door opens outwards), there are immediately two staircases going up (pay great attention to this detail). Opposite, there is the lift, lacking however in touch pushbuttons. To the right of the lift there are the entry staircases to the hotel. Whether exiting from the lift or arriving at the top of the stairs of the second floor, the orientation is towards the west. Turn right (90° in a northerly direction), and you are opposite the entrance to the hotel (as already mentioned, the main door is always open during the day). Continue for a few metres, and on the left there is the Reception desk. On the right (east), there is the corridor leading to the rooms. Continue for several metres, then turn right (south) again for several metres, and Room 7 is on the left (east).
Room 7: The door to the room (easterly direction) opens inwards to the left, and behind the door there is a coat rack. Opposite (always in an easterly direction), there is the bathroom door, which opens inwards to the right. On the right, on the west wall, that of the entrance door, there is the head of the double bed, which has bedside tables on either side of it. Opposite the bed, there is a window (about 2 metres from the end of the bed) in the east wall, with a view over Via Fiume. To the right of the window is a desk and chair and the TV. In the centre of the south wall there is a wardrobe, and to the right of the wardrobe is a radiator. A small piece of furniture and a chair are on the north wall..
The light switches are to the right as you enter the room, at a height of about one metre and a half from the ground.

Bathroom of Room 7: The door (easterly direction) opens inwardly to the right. Once inside, to the left (north wall) there are, in order, the washbasin, bidet, toilet and shower.

Breakfast Room (arriving from Room 7): on exiting from the room (westerly direction), make a 90° turn (in a southerly direction), and after a few metres you will enter the Breakfast room, which contains small tables that seat two or four persons. The tables are on the left with respect to the entrance (the position of each table may undergo changes on a daily basis). Breakfast is served buffet style.

From the entrance of the hotel (northerly direction), you will find yourself in the central corridor. On the left (west), there is a small Reception room. Once past the Reception Desk, in a northerly direction, there is the door to the Internet point.

Internet point: Upon entering, on the right there is a small table with a PC, which however is lacking in vocal synthesis for the visually handicapped. From this room, always in a northerly direction, there is the entrance to the toilet for disabled persons.

Toilet for Disabled Persons: Entrance is in a northerly direction by means of a sliding (to the right) door, in the south wall of which is the washbasin. On the east  wall, there are support brackets and in the north-east corner there is a shower. The toilet is in the centre of the north wall; the support brackets are on the west wall.

The hotel is entered in a northerly direction by crossing a large hall. In front is the Reception Desk. Turn left (westerly direction), go up a few stairs, and then turn left once again (southerly direction). The lift is in a westerly direction; in a northerly direction there are the stairs for going upstairs.

How to get to Room 331: Exit from the lift on the third floor in an easterly direction, walk down a corridor, and on the left are the stairs for going downstairs. Turn right and then immediately left, and you have arrived at Room 331.

Room 331: The room is entered in an easterly direction. The door opens inwards to the right, and first there is a small entrance way. You enter the room on the left, through a door that opens inwards to the left, in a northerly direction. On the west wall there is only a wardrobe; on the north wall there are two double beds with bedside tables at their sides. There is a window on the east wall, and the bathroom door is on the south wall. It opens outwards to the left. Then, there are the TV and a desk.
Bathroom of Room 331: Entry is in a southerly direction. The toilet is on the north wall to the left. On the south wall there are the bidet and the washbasin, and on the west wall there is the bathtub.

Take the lift to the first floor. On leaving the lift you take an easterly direction, and are on a raised floor with respect to the corridor of the Breakfast Room and the Internet point. You thus need to go down a flight of stairs, which are in an easterly direction, once you leave the lift. Having descended the stairs, turn right and into the corridor of the hotel. On the right of the corridor there is the Internet point, which is lacking in vocal synthesis; the Breakfast Room is immediately next to it. 

The Breakfast Room is furnished with small tables that seat either two or four persons (the position of the individual tables may undergo daily changes). Breakfast is served buffet style.

The Hotel Albani is situated on the east side of the road. along which cars can park in Indian file on both sides. There are pavements for walking on both sides of the road (the width of the pavement does not exceed 120 cm between the building and road).

Civic number 12 of Via Fiume is entered (easterly direction) from the square of the Hotel Albani: after about ten metres, on the left (northerly direction), you can enter the hotel after climbing several flights of stairs.

Once you are inside the hotel, having climbed three flights of stairs, you will find the Reception Desk on the left (northerly direction). Once past the Reception Desk, in an easterly direction you will find access to the floors: a lift to the left and the stairs to the right. The rooms are on the upper floors; the restaurant and breakfast room are on the lower floor. Whether you leave the lift or arrive at the bottom of the stairs, you should turn left into a corridor that leads to the restaurant and to the breakfast room, which is on the right. Also on the right is the public toilet.
Restaurant and Breakfast Room: both are very spacious. The tables seat two, four or six persons; however, the positions may undergo changes.

In addition to the Reception Desk, always in a northerly direction there is the lounge (living room), which is furnished with two sofas along its walls.

This hotel has an annex that contains several guest rooms, the meeting room, a fitness room, and a sauna.

How to enter the Annex:

From the square outside the hotel (easterly direction), after passing the entrance to the hotel on the left (northerly direction), the entrance to the Annex is on the right. If you continue towards the east, you will find the hotel garden, with several tables and benches.

The Annex: 
The lobby of the Annex is sizeable. On the left, there is a large room for meetings which, when necessary, is furnished with tables and chairs. If you continue through the lobby (southerly direction), there is the fitness room and sauna. The lift on the left takes you up to the first floor.

On leaving the lift on the first floor, you are facing in an easterly direction. On the left (northerly direction), take the corridor carpeted with moquette as your guide, and you will arrive at Room 504, which is the first door on the right  (easterly direction).
Room 504  (this room has moquette on both the floor and the walls): The door opens inwards to the right. Behind the door is a wardrobe; to the left is the door to the bathroom, which opens outwards to the left. Go straight to enter the room (easterly direction) and, in order, you will find: on the north wall, a double bed with bedside tables on either side; on the east wall, there is a window in the centre; on the south wall are a large desk and the TV; in the south-west corner is a frigobar.

Bathroom of Room 504: Enter the bathroom in a northerly direction. On the west wall is the washbasin; on the north wall is the bathtub; on the east wall is the toilet.

Via dei Conti lies between Piazza Madonna degli Aldobrandini to the north and Via de’ Cerretani to the south-west. No cars park in this road; the pavements are rather narrow (less than 1 metre wide), but traffic is limited to residents and a few authorised persons.
The Medici Chapels are in Piazza Madonna degli Aldobrandini. Via de’ Cerretani leads, in a westerly direction, and a few minutes’ walk, to the Santa Maria Novella train station. To the east, again a walk of just a few minutes, it leads to Piazza San Giovanni and Piazza Duomo.

In Via de’ Cerretani there is the bus stop for almost all the main bus lines, thus making it possible to arrive at all the important places in the city.
The entrance to the hotel is on the west side of the street. The hotel is on the second floor, and can be entered in a westerly direction from a large entrance hall: continue south after travelling a corridor to find the lift, which has touch pushbuttons, and next to it on the left, the stairs that go up to the second floor. 
On leaving the lift (southerly direction), on the right (westerly direction) there is the entrance to the hotel. The bell is located to the right of the door and the door opens outwards to the left.

Once inside the hotel, the Reception Desk is on the left; on the right is the Internet point, which has no vocal synthesis. Continuing straight ahead, you enter a large room on the left which serves as a living room and is furnished with several sofas and armchairs. The windows are in a southerly direction. On the right is the bar. By going straight ahead (westerly direction), a moquette will act as guide to facilitate things. You will enter a corridor that leads to the rooms: the moquette guide continues along the corridor, making it easier not to lose your way. The Breakfast Room is on the left (southerly direction)  .

Breakfast Room : This is a large room with tables that seat either two or four persons (the position of the tables may undergo changes). Breakfast is served buffet style.

Continuing along the corridor (westerly direction), on the left you will find stairs that ascend. By continuing in the same direction, you will find – always on the left – Room 8, “Angelico” immediately after the stairs.
Room 8, “Angelico”: You enter the room  in a southerly direction, and the door opens inwards to the left. Immediately on the right is the door to the bathroom, which opens outwards to the right.

On the east wall of the room are, in order: a desk and a wardrobe. In the centre of the south wall is a window; on the west wall, a double bed is in the centre with bedside tables on either side. The room contains two chairs, and is well-lighted.

Bathroom of Room 8, “Angelico”: On entering the bathroom in a westerly direction, the shower is in the north-east corner. The toilet is on the north wall; on the west wall (opposite the door) is the washbasin.

Room 6, “De Medici”:  The room is entered in a southerly direction, and the door opens inwards to the left. On the right is the door to the bathroom, which opens outwards to the right. On the east wall of the room are, in order, a desk (opposite the bathroom door), a wardrobe, and in the south-east corner, a TV; on the south wall, there is a window in the centre; on the west wall, there is a double bed with bedside tables on either side, and a single bed. The hotel is located on the south side of the street, and can be entered through two revolving doors (you are in a south-east direction).

Via Panzani, which is a very important street in the centre of Florence,  leads in a north-westerly direction to Piazza dell’Unità Italian (adjacent to Piazza della Stazione) and in a south-easterly direction to Via dei’ Cerretani.

From Via de’ Panzani in a north-westerly direction you can reach the Santa Maria Novella train station on foot in a matter of a few minutes, and in a south-easterly direction, again on foot in just a few minutes, Piazza San Giovanni and Piazza del Duomo.

In Via dei’ Panzani you can catch a bus of almost all the main lines, to take you to the important places in the city.

The entrance to this one-star hotel is located on the south-east side of the street, and the doorbell is on the left; the door is normally open, however.

At the entrance on the right you will find a staircase equipped with a stairlift, to take you up to the first floor: from the first to the second floor, there are the stairs or else a goods lift. Via Guido Monaco goes from north-west to south-east. Walk along the eastern pavement to the small square of the hotel in an easterly direction, then turn right (in a southerly direction), and enter the hotel through an automatic revolving door (pay great attention to this detail). Once inside the hotel, the Reception Desk is immediately to the right. On the left is a large hallway furnished with very low sofas that have no arms, arranged parallel with respect to the Reception desk.

Upon entering the hotel, if you turn left you will be at the bottom of the ascending stairs that have a moquette as guide. Once you have climbed these, by turning left there are other stairs that lead, on the right, to the Internet point room. This station has no vocal synthesis, however. On the left, there is a sitting room with  video.
Having entered the hotel, continue straight ahead, pass the Reception desk and then the hallway. The lift is in the back to the left (north-easterly direction). Immediately after the lift, always in an easterly direction there are the descending stairs that go to the bar and Breakfast Room. At the bottom of the stairs you are facing in a northerly direction:  on the right you will find the long counter of the bar. On the left is  a row of small tables, at the bottom of the bar counter. The Breakfast Room is on the left. The tables in it seat two or four persons; however, their position may be changed in accordance with the needs of the guests.

How to reach Room 103: On the first floor, exit from the lift in a south-westerly direction, keep straight on and on the right, at the bottom of the corridor, you will find Room 103.

Room 103: You enter the room in a northerly direction. The door opens inwards to the right. Immediately on the east wall is the door to the bathroom. On the south wall is a double bed with bedside tables on either side of it; on the west wall are two large windows; on the north wall is a niche with the frigobar, TV and desk. The Hotel Lombardi is located on the east side of the street. Cars park in Indian file on both sides of the road. There are pavements for walking on both sides of the street (the width of the pavement between the building and the street does noty exceed 120 cm).

The hotel is on the first floor, and is entered in an easterly direction through a main door which is always open during the day. In any case, the doorbells are located to the right of the main door. Once through the door, there is a small ramp of stairs and then the entrance door on the right with the bells (the one for the hotel is the third one on the second row from the left). Beyond the entrance door, which opens outwards to the left, there is the lift which has no touch pressbuttons. To the right of the lift are the stairs for going up to the hotel entrance. On the first floor upon exiting from the lift or arriving from the stairs, you are facing in an easterly direction. Turn left (90° in a northerly direction), and you will be facing the entrance to the hotel. There is a small step at the entrance (the door is open). Immediately on the right is the Reception desk. On the left is the corridor leading to Room 103 “Michelangelo”, which is entered by going in a southerly direction. The room is located at the bottom of the corridor to the right (westerly direction).
Room 103: The door opens inwards to the right (you are in the anteroom). Opposite the door to the anteroom there is another door that also opens inwards to the right (the room in entered in a westerly direction). On the north wall there is the TV stand, and in the north-west corner is a wardrobe. There is a window in the centre of the west wall. On the south wall there is a double bed with bedside tables on either side, and a single bed to the left of the double bed.

Returning to the anteroom, turn your back to the door of the room and on the right is the door to the bathroom, which opens inwards to the left.

Bathroom of Room 103: There is one step up in order to enter the bathroom, which is entered in a southerly direction. On the west wall there are, in order, the bidet, washbasin, and shower (south-west corner). The toilet is located on the south wall.

To reach the Internet point, the public toilet and the Breakfast Room, you need to return to the Reception desk.

The Reception desk must be on the right (you are thus facing in a northerly direction). Pass it, and on the right is the Internet point (it lacks vocal synthesis for the visually handicapped, however). The public toilet is on the left. (It is very small: the door opens inwards to the right. On the right wall there is a washbasin; the toilet is on the left wall.)  Immediately after it, always on the left, there is the Breakfast Room. It is not a very large room, and is furnished with tables that seat two to four persons. The position of the tables may undergo changes; breakfast is served buffet style.

The shape of the room is irregular: two walls are oblique with respect to the wall of the entrance door to the room (north-west direction), i.e. the wall on the right and the one opposite on which there is a window. On the right wall is a double bed with bedside tables on either side of it; on the opposite wall there is a window in the middle and a wardrobe on the left. In the centre of the left wall is a desk. The room also contains three chairs.
